• Mail, fax, phone or drop off your registration form by Decem-
ber 14, 2007.  To receive the $5.00 Early Bird discount, your 
registration form must be postmarked by December 14, 2007. 
(Please note– payment must accompany all registrations.)   

• Cookie dough credit from the 2007 cookie sale may be used 
to help pay for Snow Camp.  Cookie dough may only be 
used for the girl it was issued to.  It cannot be transferred ex-
cept for use by sisters.   

• Make sure to indicate whether you wish to pre-order a special 
snow camp t-shirt.  Payment must accompany your order. 

• A confirmation packet containing a permission slip, packing 
list and additional information will be mailed to you at least 
one week in advance of your session.
